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Introduction

In recent years, Geoinformatics has emerged as one of the latest rapidly developing field of activity in the geospatial domain. Following the widespread usage of Remote Sensing, GIS and GPS, the term ‘Geoinformatics’ has been coined to encompass the expanding field of Information Technology dedicated to large number of activities, broadly categorized under natural resource inventory, monitoring and management of environment, and planning and decision making. It includes all the three branches of geospatial domain, viz., remote sensing, GIS and GPS. The data base of Geoinformatics over wide range of areas, such as, sustainable development, infrastructure development, disaster management, environmental monitoring, resource inventory etc  has become almost indispensable for perceptible and durable activities of scientists, engineers, geographers, environmentalists and planers in the real world. However, it is not just data bank, but undertakes analysis of the data for arriving at appropriate decisions. 

The main objective of this course is to expose the participants to the field of rapidly growing field of Geoinformatics.

Eligibility

Course is open to Earth scientists, Geographers, Civil / Mining/ Agriculture Engineers, Planners, Environmentalists, Ecologists, Socio-economists working in Colleges/Universities, R&D Institutes, Industry, Government and Non Government Organizations, and others interested in the subject.

Registration

The Course Fee is Rs. 7000/- (Rupees Seven Thousands)  for persons from Colleges / Universities / Self sponsored; and Rs. 12000/- (Rupees Twelve Thousands)  for others. Intending participants should send their filled-up registration form along with the Course Fee by Demand Draft drawn on any nationalized bank in Kharagpur in favour of 'CEP-STC, IIT Kharagpur' payable at Kharagpur. The course fee will cover lecture notes and refreshments during classes.

Boarding and Lodging

Boarding and lodging will be arranged in the Visveswaraya Guest House of the Institute. Lodging charges are Rs.60/- per person on twin sharing basis. Minimum charge for boarding is Rs. 70/- per head per day at present.  All charges are to be paid after arrival.
